Committee Reports:


Joe Urban congratulated Ray Ramirez for winning the Presidential Call to Service Award for 50 years of volunteer service, with over 4000 service hours.  


Mike Ramsgard noted that many adult leaders are not trained, and that the University of Scouting will offer a supplemental training to the basic training on Saturday, November 5.  Adults can sign up on-line.  


Stan Pfeiffer reported on the state of the troop account and savings account, note: Butterfield has not yet been paid.


Marian Fey brought up the issue of holding scouts accountable for fulfilling the duties of their leadership positions (required for advancement) and how to accurately record that information.  Scoutmasters need to verify with Marian when boys have actually performed the responsibilities of the leadership position.  


Joe Urban will confirm the date for the winter lock-in at the South/Southwest YMCA and will put a deposit down.  


Mark Seevers said that Andy Seevers would like to have his Eagle Ceremony as part of the troop’s fall Court of Honor.  The Court of Honor is currently scheduled for October 17.  


Tom Derrick requested the committee’s approval of $50 to purchase an upgrade for the Scoutmaster software.  The upgrade will give more troop leaders access to the software.  


Tom Derrick stated that Mid-American Council records show Troop 42 having a 27% advancement rate over the past year (as opposed to our traditional rate of 80%), and stated that the Council record may not be accurate, and the troop needs to push scouts to advance, especially younger scouts.  Tom also noted that there will be some changes in the re-chartering procedures, and re-chartering will be accessible on-line.  


Dan Smith read aloud a letter from Scoutmaster Tom Hicks in which he expressed concerns about the quality of the troop, the lack of parent participation and training, and his own frustration at not being as available as a Scoutmaster as he had hoped to be.  Dan Smith said that Troop 42 needs committed, trained adults who make scouting a priority in their lives.  


Stan Pfeiffer reminded adults that disagreements between adults need to be kept away from the scouts, and there is a right and wrong place to have these conversations.  


The Committee approved a motion to reimburse adults who drive a group of scouts for an outing for “reasonable and justified gas expenditures.”

                                                       Hans Bross Escorts 36 to Fair�                                                                  Dad Takes Time for Other Kids, Too


Tall, ruddy, sandy-haired Hans Bross is thee kind of easygoing guy any young boy would gladly call "Dad."  He's an outdoor man and takes time for kids, his own as well as others.  The Scoutmaster of Troop 42, sponsored by Dundee Presbyterian Church, Bross left last weekend on a vacation few fathers would have the patience of courage to take.  He'll spend two weeks with 36 teenage Boy Scouts from Iowa and Nebraska attending the World's Fair and touring New York City.


The boys are to work June 2 through 9 at the national scouting exhibit, demonstrating scout skills, and aquatics for Fair visitors.  They'll also be used as color guards and "do their good turn" as escorts for disabled visitors and guides for visiting dignitaries.  Troop and Post 42 scouts making the trip include Rich Foster; Steve Bross, sun of the Scoutmaster; James Bullock; James Chilson; Charles Packard; Jeffrey Perlmeter; and David Harman.  They will be staying at FT. Totten, N.Y., an active Army post, along with five other troops from across the country.





The trip comes at the height of Scoutmaster Boss' busy season.  A landscaper and yard man, he frequently "works in" summer scouting activities such as camp outs and high adventure trips.  Last year he found time to take a similar troop to the national Jamboree.  Recognized recently by the Covered Wagon Council as one of the outstanding scoutmasters in the area, Bross himself is a former Boy Scout.  A native of Germany, he came to Omaha at the age of three.  "I got into scouts again for a 'selfish' reason," he says.  "I started to help my own son when he was a cub."  From four years a cubmaster, pop followed Steve into Boy Scouting at the helm of Troop 42 for the past three years.


�Mrs. Bross, who describes her husband as "a big kid," says three males preparing for a camp out spell "bedlam" in the Bross living room, and bedrooms, and dining room - "The equipment and bed rolls and pots and pans are strung about all over."  Next come the dirty clothes, says camp widow Eleanor, who limits her outdoor activity to family cookouts.  Why does Bross spend so much time with the boys?  "I feel that children's outdoor education is neglected.  They learn biology, but they don't know how to conduct themselves outdoors." �


He recalled a trip to the Black Hills when the scout party spooked some deer: "Some boys 12 and 14 didn't have the slightest idea what kind of an animal that was, a mountain goat, or elk or what."  An outdoor-lover who vows he'll never work inside, Bross added that on that same camping trip he realized that "American youth are tough."  It was a high adventure campout, more than a "tourist" trip.  The 16 city boys, and leader, hiked 50 miles in five days, double-timing it one day to cover 22 miles to reach fresh water.  With the group was one adult, who drove a truck because he had garnered so many blisters on the "shakedown" hike that he couldn't walk.  He was typical, however, of the parents who offer full support of scout activities, said Bross.�


Hans takes his 48 scouts on one outing a month, plus a week-long summer campout.  Often he'll transport boys in his panel truck to the campsite on Friday night , return to town to work Saturday, then go back to camp Saturday night.  Laughingly he says, "This scout troop has a record of picking their scoutmasters by whether or not they have a truck."  


�But Bross brings far more than transportation to his task.  He has an understanding and sense of humor.  He recalled several of his amusing camp experiences with his charges:  "One night about midnight we heard someone chopping wood.  It woke the whole camp.  It turned out to be some eager tenderfoot on his first trip assigned to cut firewood for breakfast.  He had looked at his watch wrong.  It was 12:30, not 6.  Or there was also the time when Steve first became a scout and we went on our first father-son campout with the troop.  We were new and our name wasn't on the roster, so when they changed the camp site, nobody notified us.  We waited 40 miles away and were starving.  Finally they found us.  I joke that I became a scoutmaster so I'd always know where the campsite was.  Then one time we sent an about-to-be-Eagle scout out with two new candidates assigned to trail him through the woods.  The candidates brought the would be Eagle in on a stretcher - they had tracked him and he tripped over a log.  It was the first time we awarded an Eagle to a boy on crutches.  Or there was the homesick kid who, in the course of a week campout, went home three times.  He'd bum a ride with some unsuspecting parent visiting the camp site and get home, but his dad would send him right back."�The hardest thing to learn in working with the boys is patience, said Bross, who admits to a quick temper.  And his philosophy about youngsters: "They are being pushed too hard in too many ways.  We should let boys remain boys a while longer.  The fault of society is asking boys to grow up too fast."  Scouting, he says, is a program geared to a boy rather than a young adult.  Boys are doing things they should be at their age level.
