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TARGET FIRST CLASS   
MEETING ONE
The new Scouts are taken aside by the Jr. Assistant SM, and an Eagle Scout of his choosing. The new Scouts are taken through the joining requirements starting on page 4 of the Boy Scout Handbook and ending on page15. This should take about 15 or 20 minutes as it is the same requirements as for their Arrow of Light. The new Scouts parents should be told at the Blue and Gold Banquet when they turn in their packets that the section on "How to Protect Your Children from Child Abuse" should be read, discussed with their Scout, and a note should be sent to the first Troop meeting stating that they read and discussed the material with their Scout. After the new Scouts have run through the material, they should each have an individual Scoutmaster conference.
MEETING TWO

If all of the requirements have been met for Scout Rank, the new Scouts should be presented with their patch.  The new Scouts should be pulled aside and they should run through their fitness pre-test located on page 33 of the Boy Scout Handbook. Tell the new Scouts to bring everything that they are planning to take on the next campout to the meeting next week, as you will be doing a shake out.

MEETING THREE
The new Scouts should be presented in their uniform for a uniform inspection. Since we do not really want to single out any Scouts, it might be a good idea to have all of the Scouts presented for a uniform inspection. A uniform inspection is Tenderfoot Requirement located on page 32 of the Boy Scout Handbook. They should be told prior to the meeting, perhaps emailed and or called and reminded to bring everything they need for the next campout. Requirement 1 requires them to present everything that they need to take for a campout. This should be completed the week prior to the campout. The new Scouts should meet with their patrols, find out their patrol name, yell, and be able to describe their patrol flag. . They should be able to add to their patrol flag by signing the flag or painting something in to the flag. This is not a requirement but it helps give them ownership of the patrol.

FIRST CAMPOUT

Friday night

The new Scouts should help pitch their tent and sleep in it at least one night for their Tenderfoot requirement 2 located on page 32 of the Boy Scout Handbook.  The new Scouts should work on Safe Hiking Rules located on page 38 if the Boy Scout Handbook before they go hiking with the Scouts. Explain why we use the buddy system in Scouting, requirement 9 is located on page 57 of the Boy Scout Handbook.

Saturday

The new Scouts should all have an opportunity to cook one of the patrol meals and to share in the clean up. This is requirement 3.  The Scouts should work with the new Scouts on rope fusing and whipping and knot tying. Tenderfoot requirements 4a and 4b are located on page 32 of the Boy Scout Handbook. 
MEETING FOUR

Have the new Scouts do their follow up on their fitness test.

MEETING FIVE

Pre-arrange for a qualified leader to come and work with the Scouts on their first aid requirements. This is Tenderfoot requirements 12a and 12b on page 33 of the Boy Scout Handbook

MEETING SIX

The new Scouts should learn about flag etiquette and they should learn how to display, raise and lower the flag, and fold the American Flag, which is Tenderfoot Requirement 6.  The new Scouts should be working on repeating from memory the Scout Oath, Law, Motto, and Slogan. They should be able to explain in their own words the meanings of the Oath, Law, Motto and Slogan, which is Tenderfoot Requirement 7.
SECOND CAMPOUT
If possible, if the weather has warmed up to be able to do this, the new Scouts should be able to identify local poisonous plants, Tenderfoot requirement 11. After the requirement 11 is completed, the Scouts should have completed all of the requirements for Tenderfoot, provided they show Scout Spirit, and they will be eligible for a SM conference and a Board of Review.  The new Scouts should work on Second Class requirement 2a - 2g. These requirements deal with camping, finding a campsite, pitching tent and sleeping at that site, cooking, lighting stove, woods tools, building fire, etc. These requirements are located on page 64 of the Boy Scout Handbook with explanations on the pages listed in the requirements on page 64.
